Located a short distance from Wingaersheek Beach,
one of New England’s most beautiful beaches, the
Village at West Gloucester is located on a tranquil,
25-acre wooded site, where more than 50% of the

acreage has been set aside as Conservation
Open Space, to be left undisturbed in its
natural state. An 1100-foot-long private
driveway rises gently through this scenic
woodland to a hilltop setting that provides
select, distant winter views of Jones Creek,
the Annisquam River, and Ipswich Bay.

While this secluded, park-like setting
provides a haven from the stresses of a fast-
paced society, it does not require you to
compromise on convenience, as The Village
is also conveniently located just one mile
from Route 128. Boston is approximately a
45-minute drive, and, if you prefer to
commute by train, you will enjoy the
convenience of two commuter rail stations,
both within ten minutes of your door. Of
course, downtown Gloucester is only minutes
away, with its many shops, restaurants, houses
of worship, and cultural and recreational
points of interest. The North Shore Mall is
less than 20 minutes away, and many of the
shopping, dining, cultural and recreational
amenities that Cape Ann and the North Shore
have to offer are within a short distance.
